Discrimination Act 1995 (DDA). New duties were given to the LA and schools in
relation to those disabled pupils currently on roll and to prospective pupils.

The plan details the school’'s intentions to enable access for disabled pupils to
three ‘key areas’:

e The buildings
e The curriculum
e Information
